GRADE DETERMINATION

SCORING

Homework will be graded using rubrics, answer keys, or based on completion depending on the homework assigned. 
ITEMS THAT ARE GRADED

I) Daily warm-ups are completed at the beginning of class each day on the daily warm-up sheet. Students who arrive in class on time and complete the warm-up will receive a stamp worth one point. Warm-up sheets are turned in at the end of class every other Friday and a point awarded for each stamp (warm-ups will comprise 5% of the grade). If students lose their warm-up sheet, they will create a new one out of lined paper and lose the points on the lost sheet. If a student has an excused absence, they will still receive credit for the warm-up.  
II) Tests- these will include multiple choice and short answer questions that cover the unit’s material. 

III) Lab Practicals- these are similar to tests, with multiple choice, labeling, and short answer questions.
IV)  Quizzes
V)  Labs- these may consist of lab notebook entries or other lab activities

VI) Projects- these may be individual or group assigned depending on the project. Rubrics will be provided for all projects. 

VII)  Homework- questions that pertain to a particular topic. Some may be questions that accompany an assigned textbook reading. 
VIII) Extra credit may be provided during each quarter.  Extra credit will not exceed 5% of the grade.

*** Grades will be entered as soon as possible (not longer than two weeks) into Skyward.  A “*” for an assignment in Skyward indicates that a score has not been entered and it does not impact the student’s grade.  

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS/ RESPONSIBILITIES
I) Class attendance is critical for learning and is expected.   Participation in discussions, activities, laboratory and lecture are an integral part of the learning experience and cannot be reproduced outside of the classroom.  Although alternative assignments will be provided if a lab is missed, there will still be a loss of experience.  

II) Students will arrive on time to class with all required materials. Upon arriving to class, students will complete the daily warm-up and be prepared to discuss it once class starts.  If a student is not in class and in their seat with the warm-up completed by the time class starts, they will not receive a point for the daily warm-up.  
III) Students will follow directions during labs and classroom activities. Students who repeatedly fail to follow directions or act in an unsafe manner may be removed from activities resulting in no credit.  Students will abide by the laboratory safety contract handed out at the beginning of the year.  Anyone not abiding by the contract will first be issued a warning, and then may be asked to sit out on the activity if the behavior continues, or may receive a zero immediately depending on the behavior.  If I have to ask a student to sit out of an activity, the student will be asked to quietly read the lab procedure or the section from the book we are covering on their own and write it down on a piece of paper. Please do not make me do this, as you will learn so much more by being able to experience it yourself.  
IV) There are no cell phones allowed in the classroom in accordance with school policy unless otherwise instructed by the teacher.  Any cell phones found being used will be sent to the office.

V) Students should not bring liquids or food into the classroom due to OSHA regulations regarding food and liquids in laboratory settings.  Any food or drink brought into the classroom will be removed.  
VI) Students are allowed to leave the classroom only during work time and only one student is allowed to leave at a time.  Students are not allowed to leave during tests. 
VII) Be respectful, be safe, and be responsible!  Again, anyone not abiding by these rules during a lab or activity may have to sit out if they do not heed the warnings given by the teacher.  Continued misbehavior will result in a phone call home, a trip to the office, or possibly a zero for that activity.

PLAGIARISM AND STUDENT CHEATING:

Plagiarism and cheating will not be tolerated and will result in a zero.
