A white thirty-year old woman comes in with a white patch of skin on her shoulder.  She says she had not noticed the patch until she went tanning this last weekend.  
A fifty-year old woman who has white, scaly skin over inflamed skin.  She mentions that this is not the first time she has seem this on her skin.  
A teenager is complaining about inflamed, pus filled bumps on their face and upper back.  When asked about his diet, he mentions eating a lot of chips and pizza.
